     March 6, 2010

The regularly scheduled meeting of  March 6, 2010 of the Board of Directors of the Lake Wabaunsee Improvement District was called to order at 8:30am by Marita Elliott, president. Also present were Dave Kriegshauser, treasurer, Paul Gray, secretary and David Niedfeldt, the district superintendent. Several members of the public were in attendance. The meeting was held at the fire district office. The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance. Marita asked to be placed on the agenda in the “Comments” section. She then moved to approve the agenda as amended. Dave seconded the motion and the vote carried.  




        MINUTES


The minutes for the February 6, 2010 meeting were reviewed. Marita noted one spelling error and then moved to approve the minutes as corrected. Dave seconded the motion and the vote carried.                                           



      TREASURER’S REPORT


Dave gave the monthly treasurer’s report noting approved expenditures and account balances. He noted that $ 153.44 had been earned in interest on the checking account balance. Marita moved to approve the report as presented. Paul seconded the motion and the vote carried.

ANNOUNCEMENTS


Members of the public who were in attendance were asked to introduce themselves. 

Marita reported that the Sheriff’s Department had distributed packets of information relating to forming a neighborhood watch group for the curtailment of unwanted activities. She noted that these had been left on door handles until they ran out. Discussion followed on forming such a group to better protect the area from thieves. Also

noted was that the Eskridge city patrol does not come to the lake. 


Marita reported on an Eskridge visioning workshop to be held on March 23 at 6:00pm at the Community Center. She noted that this is an effort to involve all local governmental entities to establish better cooperation and that it is being supported by a Kansas State Economic Development Assistance program.






OLD BUSINESS


SEWER- No report

ROADS- David noted that he had not yet established the 2010 Road Repair Project parameters since discussion with the City of Eskridge may affect those parameters. It was noted that a workshop with the City of Eskridge will be held at 7:00pm on March 22 at City Hall. Discussion at that workshop will include cost sharing between the LWID and the City for road work on the cities north shore roads.



Bidders for the 2010 project were discussed. Bettis Asphalt, Schilling Construction and one other company yet to be determined were noted as possible bidders. David again noted that Old Township Road should be the focus of this years expenditure due to its condition. Other smaller areas are also in need of repair.



Marita called attention to the interruption of traffic on Highway K99 this year when the bridge just north of the intersection with K4 gets replaced. She noted that no by-pass is planned by the county and that the detour will be lengthy. She reported that the Native Stone Byway Committee is petitioning for a change in the project to allow a bypass for the convenience of local travelers. Also noted was that Wabaunsee County agreed to build the bypass but KDOT rejected the proposal. A four month construction period is anticipated.



David reported on culvert damage to Flint Hills Drive. 


WATER- David reported that snow cover made it impossible to read all meter for the month so many bills did not show water usage. He noted that this resulted in a large loss for the month but that it will work out in the next billing period. He reported 194,000 gallons sold with 24,000 gallons lost.


Marita presented a spreadsheet from the City of Eskridge showing the annual costs associated with water production that forms the basis for water rates paid to the city.
