      TREASURER’S REPORT


Dave gave the monthly treasurer’s report noting approved expenditures and account balances. He noted that $ 170.11 had been earned in interest on the checking account balance. 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OLD BUSINESS


SEWER- David reported that the Buffalo Spirit Subdivision sewer main had been installed. He noted that he billed the developer $ 1,470.00 for his work including materials.

ROADS- David reported that he had purchased the tubes that will be placed under the section of Flint Hills Drive where water has been crossing the road. He noted that Orschelin’s had them for $ 420.96, which is lower than originally thought. He also noted that as soon as they are in he will pick them up and get them installed. It was noted that this is a part of a larger project that the City and the LWID are funding equally.


   David also reported that the County has begun surveying the East Bridge for a future bridge replacement project.

WATER- David reported on efforts to find a water leak earlier in the year and noted that the water seemed to contain chlorine, which would indicate it came from the water system. Further testing seemed to show no chlorine. After the area was excavated no leak was found. He also reported that 286,000 gallons were sold with a 23,230 gallon loss, which is lower than the month before. 

CITY OF ESKRIDGE / LWID AGREEMENT- A draft of an agreement prepared by Gary Hanson, attorney for the City of Eskridge, was received and discussed. It was noted that a map should accompany the agreement as an attachment. The map was not available during the meeting. Several corrections were noted as necessary to the agreement. The board agreed to postpone approval of the agreement until corrections are made and the map is available.





NEW BUSINESS

David reported that the Blue Cross Health Insurance renewal had come with an increase of about 9%. The monthly rate went from $ 861.08 to 942.72. Paul moved to accept the proposal from BCBS. Harold seconded the motion and the vote carried.


David reported that the chevy pick-up will need work soon. He noted that the pitman arm needs to be replaced and the air conditioner is not working. He mentioned the ac will not get fixed if a new compressor is necessary.  




COMMENTS


Ron DeWeese visited the meeting to discuss the intersection of Flint Hills Drive and Old Township Road. He suggested placing traffic control signs in the area to let drivers know who has the right-of-way. The board agreed to place a yield sign on the northeast corner of the intersection which will allow traffic coming from the west on Flint Hills Drive to proceed onto Old Township Road without concern that they are crossing 
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into oncoming traffic coming from the east. Harold moved to place the sign. Paul seconded the motion and the vote carried.
A motion to adjourn was seconded and the vote carried.

The meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
